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WATERBURY HOSPITAL FIRST IN AREA TO EARN STROKE CERTIFICATION

Hospital Recognized for its Commitment to Treating Stroke Victims
Waterbury Hospital has been designated by the Connecticut Department of Public Health as a Primary Stroke Center, making it one of 13 hospitals across the state to win recognition for its commitment to providing highly advanced, compassionate care to stroke victims. It is the first hospital in the area to receive stroke certification.
The hospital’s status as a Primary Stroke Center means that patients are assured of receiving comprehensive care from the moment they are diagnosed and throughout their recovery and rehabilitation.

Steven Eisen, MD, the Medical Director for the Waterbury Hospital Stroke Center, said that the hospital has made a tremendous commitment to preventing and treating strokes, which remain one of the most prevalent, debilitating and potentially deadly health risks in American society. “It’s a well-deserved validation for all the effort we put into caring for our patients,” Dr. Eisen said. “We look forward to continuing those efforts in the months and years ahead.”

Kelly Poskus, RN, the hospital’s Stroke Coordinator, agreed.

“This certification means that Waterbury Hospital has met strict standards for providing safe, high-quality care to stroke patients,” Poskus said.
The designation was awarded after DPH staff toured the hospital in September and then reviewed an extensive application. The designation is good for two years, at which time the hospital will need to apply for renewal.

“We congratulate Waterbury Hospital for achieving this important designation as a Primary Stroke Center,” said J. Robert Galvin, MD, Department of Public Health Commissioner. “Connecticut is committed to reducing the devastating impact of stroke by establishing standards for stroke prevention and quality care for patients with presumptive diagnosis of stroke. .”  
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
