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Waterbury Hospital One of Only Two Hospitals in State Chosen to Take Part in Select Nursing Program

WATERBURY -- Waterbury Hospital today announced that it is one of only two hospitals in Connecticut to be accepted into a national program that aims to improve the way nurses provide care for their patients. The program, called Transforming Care at the Bedside (TCAB), is overseen by the American Organization of Nursing Executives, which selected Waterbury Hospital and more than 30 other hospitals from across the nation to take part in the project.

Mary Prybylo, RN, the hospital’s Chief Operating Officer, said she hopes the program will streamline Waterbury Hospital’s care-giving practices so nurses have more time to spend directly with patients,
“I am very proud that our hospital has been selected to take part in this project,” Prybylo said. “We feel this is recognition of the outstanding job that our nursing staff does every day, as well as an opportunity to continue growing and improving in our mission to provide the best care to our patients.”

A team of nurses from one of the hospital’s patient floors will join a hospital leadership team on a trip to Chicago on August 31 to learn more about how the TCAB program can benefit patients. The team will then develop a specific goal it wants to accomplish under the program, and communicate frequently with other participating hospital teams to share insights on their respective goals.

“We’re really thrilled to be able to do this,” said Sandra Iadarola, RN, the hospital’s Administrative Director of the Medical/Surgical, Critical Care and Telemetry Units. “We think it will go far in helping our nurses make the most of the resources we have in improving outcomes for our patients.”
